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( Jesus says, “I am the bread
of life. Whoever comes to me
will never go hungry, and
whoever believes in me will
 never be thirsty.” (John 6:35)
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The Lord Provides!

Jesus, “taking the five loaves and the two fish
and looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and

broke them. Then he gave them to the disciples to
set before the people” (Luke 9:16 NIV).

Dear Calvin Synod Congregations,
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Ty We all need a little
break sometimes. It is natural
that we feel tired after work or the
routine of daily life. Sometimes
we feel that we need a break, a
rest and we need to be energized
with new strength. Having some
rest is especially needed when
we go through difficulties in our lives. It is important
to sit and calm down, and spend time to think over
what to do and how we can move on.

Jesus also needed a break and spend time alone
with His Father. He also needed to spend time alone
with His disciples. Therefore Jesus and His disciples
took their boat, pushed off from the shore and set sail
towards a deserted area near the town of Bethsaida
(Mark 6:32).

By taking the boat they were hoping to kind
of discourage the crowds from following them.
However, Jesus and His disciples did not succeed
in losing the multitude, since “many who saw them
leaving recognized them and ran on foot from all the
towns and got there ahead of them” (Mark 6:33).

Jesus was tired, but when He landed and saw
a large crowd He did not turn them away although
He and His disciples were exhausted. Interestingly the
Lord Jesus did not complain, instead “He welcomed
them and spoke to them about the kingdom of God,
and healed those who needed healing” (Luke 9:11).

When we are under stress, very often, we push
away people who keep invading our privacy, the space
we need in order to keep our sanity. If they do not
cooperate we can be rather nasty about it. “Leave me
alone! Don’t bother me!” —we think or sometimes
even say.

How different Jesus’ attitude was here! Christ
welcomed the people and made them feel wanted,
moreover He “had compassion on them, because
they were like sheep without a shepherd. So he began
teaching them many things” (Mark 6:34). Jesus did
not minister to them just out of obligation, duty or
habit. He served them because He had compassion on
people. He saw the needs of others and gave up what
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He had planned for Himself. So Jesus welcomed the
crowds and spoke to them about the kingdom of God
and healed those who needed healing.

Late in the afternoon the disciples came to
Christ and asked Him to close the meeting so the
people could go to the surrounding villages and
countryside for finding food and lodging. There was
a huge crowd there, about five thousand men, besides
women and children (Matthew 14:21). Surely, it was
time to close the gathering. The disciples were right.

However, Jesus’ reply to the request of the
Twelve was startling: “You give them something
to eat” (Luke 9:13). Why did Jesus say this? The
reason was because the disciples had to learn a very
important lesson on that day. The first thing they had
to learn and realize was the utter inadequacy of their
own resources. The disciples somehow were aware of
this when they began to protest that it would cost a
lot to feed such a crowd. It “would take eight months
of a man's wages...” (Mark 6:37b), according to the
calculation of the disciples. They did not have enough
food to feed such a huge crowd for sure. However, the
people were hungry.

Therefore Jesus continued to challenge them.

“You feed them” —He said.

“We cant” —they protested.

“What do you have?” —Jesus asked.

“Five loaves and two fish” —they replied.

“Give them to me” —said Jesus.

It is interesting that Jesus wanted the disciples
to be involved in the miracle He was about to perform
because their contribution and commitment to it must
be part of the solution, even if their contribution was
tiny and inadequate.

Jesus told the disciples to “‘have [the crowd]
sit down in groups of about fifty each.’ The disciples
did so, and everybody sat down” (Luke 9:14-15).
Christ organized everything for the miracle that was
to take place. He got the crowds arranged in an orderly
fashion with paths between the groups of fifty. Then
Jesus “taking the five loaves and the two fish and
looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and broke them.
Then he gave them to the disciples to set before the
people” (Luke 9:16). The disciples collected baskets.
Jesus was breaking the loaves into one disciple’s
basket who went off and served a group of 50 while
Jesus filled the next disciple’s basket. The Lord kept
on giving them the bread to the disciples to set before
the people. This continued until everyone had eaten.
Then Jesus dismissed the crowd and the people began
their long walk home with joy, full of food in their
tummy, and full of wonder.

The disciples were very tired by now. Let us

not forget that they did not have a chance to have
some rest because the crowd followed them. In spite
of this, Jesus gave them one more task; to pick up the
broken pieces of bread that were scattered over the
hillside. When their task was completed they came
back with all twelve baskets full.

Why did Jesus have the tired disciples do
this? I think because, as always, He had a purpose. He
wanted to make the point to them that God’s provision
that day had not been merely adequate but more than
enough to meet the need. Each disciple could feel the
weight of his basket of bread as he brought it back to
Jesus. So they would never forget the abundance of
that day: The Lord provides!

Maybe this miracle was mainly for the
disciples’ benefit. They, and also we, needed to learn
some very simple principles about the life with Christ
and the ministry in Him. We have to admit that our
resources, in many cases, are woefully inadequate to
meet the need. However, if we bring what we have
and we place them in Jesus’ hands to do what He
wishes with them and, in the process, release control
to Him, He in turn blesses them and places them back
into our hands, multiplied, and more powerful.

One of my dear friends shared this story with
me how God provided help and multiplied her little
strength when her husband was suffering from an
incurable disease. She took good care of her husband,
and did not want to move him to a nursing home.
However, she really needed the help and strength of
the Lord. God blessed “the five little loves” and “two
little fish” strength she had and multiplied that in a
marvelous way and she was able to lift her husband’s
body several times during the day, as she took care of
him for years. By the Lord’s help she was able to carry
the burden, day by day, spiritually and physically.

Dear brother and sister, I encourage you to
release your resources to Christ in trust. Offer your
talents, abilities and whatever you have to the Lord
and trust Him that He will take care of you. Their
smallness in your eyes should not be an obstacle. The
Lord God teaches you a trust journey and it must be
accompanied by your learning to trust Him by doing
what He asks, even if you have no idea what He wants
to do with it. If you will learn to trust in Him, I am
sure that you will experience the joy of being basket-
bearers as the disciples were. Additionally, you will
be there to pick up the “left-over pieces” and marvel
at the weight of His abundance because He is your
loving heavenly Father who provides. Amen.

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Faith and its “associates”

Scripture reading: John 20:24-29. Text: Jesus
said to the doubting Thomas: “‘Put your finger here
and see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it in
my side. Do not doubt but believe.” Thomas answered
him, ‘My Lord and my God!’ Jesus said to him, ‘Have
you believed because you have seen me? Blessed
are those who have not seen and yet have come to
believe.”” John 20:27-29.

One of the greatest challenges of the Bible is
found in Jesus’ last words to the doubting Thomas:
“Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have
come to believe.” See our text. If possible read the
whole story recorded in our Scripture reading. Faith is
personal, delicate, precious, and sensitive. Let us see
a few human traits that affect, influence, strengthen,
or weaken our faith in God and Jesus.

Faith and DOUBT. I am sure doubt challenges
almost all of us, even the believers. Seeing so many
sufferings, injustices, poverties, and cruelties, many
are asking: “How can God permit all these?”” We need
—like Thomas— proof and evidence that what God said
is true and He is love.

Faith’s sibling is CONVICTION. What did
Apostle Paul write? “For I am convinced that neither
death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things
present, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height,
nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be
able to separate us from the love of God in Christ
Jesus our Lord.” Romans 8:38-39. How many of us
possess such a strong conviction? What influences
our thinking? Profit, an easy life, a one-sided love,
popularity, power, wealth, or strong conviction that
may require sacrifice? Please read the story of the
rich man and Lazarus in Luke 16:19-31. Abraham’s
answer was: “If they do not listen to Moses and the
prophets, neither will they be convinced even if
someone rises from the dead.” Luke 16:31. Do you
have convictions? Do you change your convictions
according to your needs? How can we be friendly
with each other if we possess opposing and hostile
convictions?

Faith and its STRENGTH. “The apostles said
to the Lord, ‘Increase our faith!’” Luke 17:5. Faith
is variable. Once you receive it, it will not always
remain the same. At times our faith can be strong and
then it can weaken. When Jesus walked on the water
and Peter wished to go to Him, Peter started to sink.
Our Lord chastised him: “You of little faith... why
did you doubt?” Matthew 14:31/b. What weakens so
easily our faith? TEMPTATIONS. Temptations are
everywhere; they emerge with the situations. They are

promising, misleading, and seductive. See the typical
case when our Lord was tempted in the wilderness,
please read Matthew 4:1-11.

Faith and its PRACTICALITY. Our business
and materialistic world likes tangible, enjoyable,
profitable, and uplifting gifts. One may ask: “What do
I gain by believing?” What do you gain by attending or
watching a football game? Is life always just receiving
and never giving? If everybody receives, who gives?
After attending college for only one year, will you see
its benefits? We know sometimes there are reasons for
disappointments: believers suffer and atheists prosper.
However, who guarantees you a perfect, just, and
trouble-free life? Living a Christian life (whatever
CHRISTIAN means to you?) you can have a happy
family life, peace of mind, a clear conscience, good
relations with your neighbor, and salvation.

What would some like FAITHTO BECOME?
Probably they would like a contract with God: I
believe in You and Thou must bless me, a guarantee |
will be protected, an emergency exit in trouble I will
receive an immediate rescue, and a gracious divine
forgiveness for I often fail.

A sick child’s father approached Christ to
heal his son and the man knew he was an imperfect
follower of Jesus, so he confessed: “I believe; help
my unbelief!” Mark 9:24/b. How many (whom do you
include and whom do you exclude) should approach
our Savior with this plea?

Into All Truth
Text: Jesus said, “When the Spirit of truth
comes, he will guide you into all truth...” (John
16:13a)

I once saw a bulletin board outside a church
that read, “The truth, the whole truth and nothing
but the truth.” That’s claiming a lot for what goes on
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inside that building—too much, since we all see through
a fragmented glass, a broken mirror.

We do wish to go into the truth, to enter into all
the truth we may know. Is not one of those truths the
oneness of God?

Is it not of interest that we tend to take the
oneness of God for granted? It was not always so.
Our Hebrew forbearers, living midst multiple gods,
received commandments. First, you shall have no
other gods before you. Second, you shall not erect
idols to these other gods in order to bow down and
worship them.

When St. Paul went among the Greeks at
Athens he found them worshiping a variety of gods,
including The Unknown God. It is this God St. Paul
said he wanted to make known to them.

Today we are surrounded by many gods.
The gods of celebrity, power and affluence. But the
Christian confession is, “We believe in One God.”
God’s oneness is not unitary but rather communal and
intrapersonal. It is in the name of that One God—Father,
Son and Holy Spirit-that Christians have been from
the very beginning sent to preach, teach and baptize.

The revelation of One Triune God is presented
in ourtradition. We hear that

—The Father sends the Spirit in the name of the

Son.

—The Father and the Son are One, the Son

breathing on the disciples the Spirit.

—And the Spirit has no other agenda but to

glorify the Son who is in the Father.

Each one of us experiences the truth of the
One Triune God in different ways. For myself the
God “who inhabits eternity”—“immortal, invisible”
did not early grasp me. I was taken rather by the Man
of Nazareth who “was tempted in every manner such
as we are, yet without sin.” (Hebrews 4:15)This God,
vulnerable and accessible, got my attention.

Then I became aware of the God who is Spirit,
who is near us to convict, correct, cajole, encourage,
advocate and guide. This is the God, who as the poet
put it, chases us down the labyrinthine paths of our
lives as a hound dog on the trail of the prey. As the
poet Francis Thompson put it:

I fled Him, down the nights and down the days;
I fled Him, down the arches of the years;

I fled Him, down the labyrinthine ways

Of my own mind; and in the mist of tears

I hid from Him...

But with unhurrying chase,

And unperturbed pace,

Deliberate speed, majestic instancy,

They beat—and a Voice beat
More instant than the Feet—
“All things betray thee, who betrayest Me.”

This sort of faith journey may not be like
yours. We may come to the truth of the Triune God in
many ways. God is imaginative in chasing us down,
lowering our defenses, and claiming our attention.
The Christian writer, C. S. Lewis, says in his
autobiography, Surprised by Joy, “You must picture
me alone in that room in Magdalen, night after night,
feeling, whenever my mind lifted even for a second
from my work, the steady, unrelenting approach of
Him whom I so earnestly desired not to meet. That
which I greatly feared had at last come upon me. In
the Trinity Term of 1929 I gave in, and admitted that
God was God, and knelt and prayed: perhaps, that
night, the most dejected and reluctant convert in all
England.”

God’s Spirit reaches us in a variety of
experiences.

Some years ago Dianne and I visited our son
and daughter-in-law who were living in Japan. On
Sunday morning I looked for an English service in
Kyoto. I entered a little red brick Episcopal Church
just around the corner. I wrote down my experience in
order to remember it better.

There were four worshipers at the 8:00 a.m.
English service—a young, scholarly American who
taught English, a dark-haired younger Japanese
woman, and a white woman of retirement age. With
these three I passed the peace of Christ. They had all
put on red slippers provided at the door. I just entered
in sock feet. We sat in the choir—four people facing
each other across the divided chancel.

The Japanese priest spoke in broken English.
When it came time for Holy Communion, he dropped
the wafer as he broke it. His associate helped him pick
it up.

I went to church to seek a vision of the high
and holy One who inhabits eternity, the One in
whose image we are made, there to know myself and
the world around me in the light of that One Triune
God.

I remember that when I went forward with the
others to partake of Holy Communion I stubbed by
left foot on the altar furniture. As I knelt I thought
how glad I was that I had not stubbed my right foot,
whose toes I had murdered in the dark some nights
earlier. But on the way back to my seat I stubbed those
swollen toes on my right foot. It hurt like the dickens.

Grimacing in pain, [ resumed my seat, inwardly

laughing at my own clumsiness, but then reflecting on
the nailed, hurting, humiliated feet of our Lord, whose
symbols of suffering love in Holy Communion we had
just received.

In that far away church of another denomination
I sensed the reality of the Triune God—high and holy,
suffering for our sakes, revealed on the wind of the
Spirit.

I saw the presence of the corner church, a
witness to the One God in a land of many gods. In
my tortured toes I sensed the body broken and blood
spilled for my deepest needs. And in that moment the
Spirit moved, speaking to this visitor from afar.

I pray that each of us may in our own way see
the Lord, who is our Creator, Redeemer and Comforter,
and so see ourselves and the world around us in the
light of that revelation.

In the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy
Spirit, world to its end. Amen.

Both Sides of Freedom

Scripture reading: Romans 6:11-23.

Text: “For you were called to freedom, brothers and
sisters; only do not use your freedom as an opportunity
for self-indulgence.” Galatians 5:13/a.

Not only coins have two sides but also many
other things, for example: light and darkness, heat
and cold, day and night, faith and doubt, courage and
cowardice, love and hatred, freedom and dictatorship
(please read Matthew 20:25) and there are many other
instances. Freedom, independence, and democracy
are closely related. Liberty means freedom and the
word liberty originates from Latin. We know the many
blessings of freedom; concerning the past we should

respect and thank those who obtained freedom for us;
for the present we should cherish and guard vigilantly
this precious political gift; and for the future we
should see that our children and grandchildren will
also be free and prosperous. This time we should
focus our attention on three of freedom’s challenging
sides.

PLEASE THINK VERY SERIOUSLY ABOUT
THESE THREE CHALLENGES OF FREEDOM.

An important question is: which should be
preferred —the FREEDOM OF THE INDIVIDUAL
or the FREEDOM OF THE COLLECTIVE
(the community, society, or the state)? Obviously
the citizens like and wish all individuals to be free
and enjoy life without restriction, while from the
viewpoint of the nation, a country’s freedom is very
important. Just consider these controversial cases:
gun control, a strong military, strict or lenient laws,
and light or heavy taxation. When individuals enjoy
too much freedom it may lead to a weakened state.
On the other hand, when the state or government are
free to do whatever they wish, the individuals might
be oppressed. It is difficult to find the right balance
between the two.

PROSPERITY is also important for both the
citizens and the society. People wish to have enough
to have a comfortable life, to be able to buy what
they wish, and to save for the future. However, the
state should also have sufficient income for disasters,
military operations, hospitals and schools, building
and maintenance of roads, charitable institutions, and
helping poor countries.

THE GOLDEN RULE OF PROSPERITY
IS COOPERATION in the family as well as in the
society. However, in cooperation the individuals
should actand work together following the instructions
or orders coming from a higher authority; the greater
good should trump what individual persons would
like to do. Here again how could we satisfy both? The
people should have a decent income as well as the
treasury of the state should have enough for the social
and governmental expenses.

One of the great gifts of freedom is when
the people decide who should lead them during
ELECTIONS. I am sure nobody with a sober mind
would oppose this right of the citizens. We wish to elect
leaders who will govern us with wisdom, satisfaction,
and fairness; if so, they would be popular, followed,
and supported. This again is an ideal situation;
however, life is not as simple. When so many people
have their own agenda and expectations, how can the
leadership satisfy everybody? Soon OPPOSITION
forms and the two sides will argue (if not fight) with

each other. When opposition is strong enough society
may wish to have ANOTHER LEADER and the
incumbent one becomes unpopular.

All of us should heed Apostle James’
admonition: “But those who look into the perfect law,
the law of liberty, and persevere, being not hearers
who forget but doers who act—they will be blessed
in their doing.” James 1:25.

Jézusnak szintén sziiksége volt arra, hogy
megpihenjen, elcsendesedjen hogy id6t toltson az
Atyaval —egyediil-, és arra is sziiksége volt, hogy id6t
t6ltson a tanitvanyival. Ezért egy alkalommal az Ur
Jézus ¢€s a tanitvanyok elhajoztak egy lakatlan helyre
magukban, Betsaida kietlen tertiletére.

Azzal, hogy hajoval mentek arra szamitottak,
hogy a sokasdg nem fogja kdvetni Oket. De nem
igy tortént, mert , sokan meglattak és felismerték
[Jezust], amikor elindultak, ezért minden varosbol
osszefutottak oda, és megelozték oket.” (Mark 6:33)

Jézus faradt volt, de amikor kiszallt a hajobol
és meglatta a nagy sokasagot, mégsem kiildte el dket,
bar O is és a tanitvanyok is kimeriiltek voltak. Erdekes,
hogy nem panaszkodott és nem elégedetlenkedett.

Ehelyett ,, orommel fogadta oket; beszélt nekik
az Isten orszagarol, és a gyogyuldsra szorulokat
meggyogyitotta.” (Lukacs 9:11)

Gyakran, amikor stressz alatt vagyunk,
vagy nagyon kimeriiltiink, probalunk masokat
minden eszkozzel tavol tartani magunktol, akik be
akarnak ,,rontani” a privat életiinkbe. Akik ilyenkor
megzavarnak benniinket, azokkal igen undok médon
tudunk viselkedni. ,,Hagyj békén!” —gondoljuk
magunkban és talan ki is mondjuk.

Micsoda kiilonbség van Jézus viselkedése és
sokszor a mi viselkedésiink kozott. Az Ur érommel
fogadta a sokasdgot, sOt , megszanta Oket, mert
olyanok voltak, mint a pasztor nélkiil valo juhok.”
(Mark 6:34) Fontos azt is tudnunk, hogy Krisztus nem
kotelességbdl tette mindezt €s nem is azért, mert ez volt
a szokasa, hanem azért mert megszanta a sokasagot
¢s segiteni akart ezeken az elgyotort, sziikkségben levo
embereken. Meglatta méasok sziikségét és feladta azt,
amit tervezett, amit magéanak akart. Jézus szeretettel,
sOt orommel fogadta a hozzéd érkezdket, €s tanitotta
a sokasagot az Isten orszagardl és a betegeket
meggyogyitotta.

Amikor a nap mar hanyatlani kezdett, a
tizenkettdé odament Krisztushoz, hogy zdrja be a
tanitast, és engedje az embereket elmenni a kdrnyezd
falvakba, telepiilésekre, hogy ott megszalljanak, és
¢lelmet szerezzenek. Oriasi tomeg volt ott, koriilbeliil
otezer férfi, az asszonyokat és a gyermekeket nem
szamitva (Maté 14:21). igy hat emberileg nézve
valoban ugy tlint, igazuk volt a tanitvanyoknak, hogy
ideje bezarni a talalkozot.

Jézus azonban a kovetkezdket valaszolta
a tizenkettd kérésére: ,,7i adjatok nekik enni!”
(Lukacs 9:13) Vajon miért mondta ezt Jézus? Azért,
mert valami nagyon fontosat kellett megtanulniuk
¢s megtapasztalniuk aznap a tanitvanyoknak. A
tanitvanyok tudtak azt, hogy ekkora néptomeget nem
tudnak megetetni, mert felismerték a rendelkezésiikre
all6 eszkozeik hianyossagat.

Ot kenyeér és ket hal” —felelik.

,,Adjatok ide nekem” —mondja Jézus.

Erdekes latni, hogy Krisztus be akarta vonni
a tanitvanyokat is abba a csodaba, amit tenni késziilt,
mert a kozremitkodésiik és a munkajuk, része volt
annak a megoldasnak, amit Jézus tervezett, még akkor
is, ha az csak kicsi volt és résziikrdl elégtelennek tlint.

Jézus tehdt ezt mondta a tanitvanyoknak:
,, Ultessétek le [az embereket] csoportokba
Otvenenkent! Igy tettek, és leiiltették valamennyit.”
(Lukacs 9:14-15) Krisztus mindent pontosan
elokészitett a csoddhoz. Azutan ,, vette az 6t kenyeret és
a két halat, feltekintett az égre, megadldotta, megtorte,
és a tanitvanyoknak adta, hogy tegyék a sokasag elé.”
(Lukacs 9:16) Az apostolok pedig kosarakat hoztak
az ¢telnek. Jézus elkezdte megtorni a kenyereket
¢s odaadta a tanitvdnyoknak, azok pedig vitték a
sokasagnak. Ez mindaddig ment, amig mindenki jol
nem lakott. Azutan Jézus elbocsatotta a sokasagot az
otthonaikba. Az emberek pedig hazatértek, orommel,
teli hassal és nagy csodalkozassal.

A tanitvanyok mostanra mar nagyon faradtak
lehettek, mert ne felejtsiik el, hogy nem volt alkalmuk
pihenni. Jézus ennek ellenére még egy utolsod
utasitast ad nekik, hogy szedjék Ossze a megmaradt
kenyérdarabokat. Amikor befejezték a munkat tizenkét
tele kosarat toltottek meg.

Vajon miért csinalta ezt a faradt
tanitvanyokkal? Azt gondolom azért, mert Jézusnak
mindig, mindennel célja volt. R4 akart mutatni arra,
hogy Isten gondviselése azon a napon nem csupan
elegendd, kielégitd volt, hanem bdséges. Krisztus
mindenkit ellatott, és ezt a csodat a tanitvanyok soha
nem felejtették el: Az Ur gondoskodik!

Talan ez a csoda els6sorban a tanitvanyok
tanitasara szolgalt. Nekik is és nekiink is sziikségiink
van arra, hogy fontos dolgokat tanuljunk meg
Krisztustol. Be kell vallanunk azonban azt, hogy
sok esetben az eszkozeink és a lehetdségeink
nagymeértékben kevesek ¢€s hidnyosak. Ha viszont
Jézus elé helyezziik mindazt, amink van, hogy tegyen
vele azt, amit O jonak lat, akkor O megaldja azt a
keveset ¢s visszaadja csoddlatos médon a keziinkbe
megsokszorozva azt.

Egy kedves baratom mondta el egyszer nekem

kihivast intéz a

a torténetét, azzal kapcsolatban, hogy Isten hogyan
segitette meg, és hogyan sokszorozta meg a kevés
erejét, amikor férje gyogyithatatlan beteg volt. A
férjét otthon apolta, nem akarta 6t iddsek otthonaba
adni. A baratomnak azonban igen nagy sziiksége
volt a mindennapi Uj erdre, ¢és Isten megaldotta
0t. Az ,,6t kenyernyi” és ,két halnyi” kevés erejét
csodalatos modon megsokasitotta. Az Ur segitsége
¢s ereje altal képes volt felemelni a nehéz testet egy
nap tobb alkalommal is —tobb éven at, ahogy férjérdl
gondoskodott—, valamint lelkileg is er6t kapott a teher
elhordozasahoz.

Kedves testvérem, ezen az Uj kenyér iinnepen
arra batoritalak, hogy add 4t Istennek a tdlentumaidat,
képességeidet, ajanld fel a szamara mindazt, amid van
és bizz benne, hogy javadat fogja munkalni.

Halal volt
Akan biintetése, mert -HALALOS veszély jelentett
—¢s jelent ma is— Isten dics6ségének a meglopasa.
Ha valaki nem hiszi, kérdezze meg Lucifert, aki ott
fent a mennyekben megirigyelte Isten dicsOségét — és
ezzel minden bilin és fijdalom okozojava valt.

Tele van a Biblia olyan emberek torténeteivel, akik
jol kezdték, le tudtak gydzni a félelmiiket, vagy éppen
a kicsinyhitliséget — aztan felfuvalkodott a sziviik,
beléjiik hatolt a luciferi gog halalos mérge, és elbuktak.
Saul kiraly ugy dontott, hogy a kiralyi korona mellé a
papi dicsOség is jar neki — tehat aldozni is merészelt.
